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Effective January 2008 plan check submittals for a patio cover, swimming pool or spa 

construction shall not be accepted or processed unless the following items are provided at the 

time of submittal: 

 
 Two (2) sets of building plans. (FOLDED) 

 Two (2) Plot/Grading Plans 

 Two (2) sets of structural calculations by a licensed Engineer for swimming pool/spa submittals. 

 Submit a complete building application with consent of landowner form. 

 A non-refundable application submittal fee is required at the time of package submittal. 
 

INCOMPLETE SUBMITTAL WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. ALL APPLICABLE INFORMATION MUST BE 

INCLUDED AT TIME OF PLAN REVIEW SUBMITTAL. 

 

Please make sure that your contractor has a copy of his current workers’ compensation insurance filed with the 

Building Division.  If owner/builder, complete the owner/builder verification form with a complete list of all sub-

contractors and their state license number. A permit cannot be issued until all this information is submitted. All 

general contractors and/or sub-contractors are required to have a current city license to work in the City of Paso

Chapter 17.12 SECURITY OF BODIES OF

17.12.010 Protective enclosures for swimming pools, 
etc. 

A. Every person who owns or is in possession of any 
lot or premises on which there is situated a swimming 
pool, fish pond, wading pool or any other outside body 
of water created by artificial means designated or used 
for swimming or other immersion purposes by men, 
women or children, any portion of which body of water 
is one and one-half feet or more in depth and in which 
the surface area of water does not exceed ten thousand 
square feet, shall maintain a fence, wall, or other 
structure on the lot or premises completely surrounding 
such body of water to make same inaccessible to 
children. Such fence, wall or other structures shall 
comply with Article 2, commencing with Section 
17928 of the State Health and Safety Code, relating to 
swimming pools as follows:  

1. The top of the barrier shall be at least five feet above 
grade measured on the side of the barrier that faces 
away from the swimming pool.  

2. Any openings in the barrier shall not allow passage 
of a four inch diameter sphere.  

 

3. Solid barriers which do not have openings, such as 
masonry or stone walls, shall not contain indentations 
or protrusions excepting tooled masonry joints.  

4. If the barrier is composed of horizontal and vertical 
members and the distance between the tops of vertical 
members is less than forty-eight inches, the horizontal 
members shall be located on the swimming pool side 
of the fence. Spacing between vertical members shall 
not exceed one and three-quarters inches in width. If 
there are decorative cutouts, they shall not exceed one 
and three-quarters inches in width.  

5. If the barrier is composed of horizontal and vertical 
members and the distance between the tops of the 
horizontal members is forty-eight inches or more, 
spacing between vertical members shall not exceed 
four inches. If there are decorative cutouts within 
vertical members, spacings or openings within the 
cutouts shall not exceed one and three-quarters inches 
in width.  

6. The maximum mesh size for chain link or wire 
fences shall be two inches structure. The wire shall 
not be less than twelve gauge.  

7. If the barrier is composed of diagonal members, 
such as a lattice fence, the maximum opening formed 
by the diagonal members shall be no more than one 
and three-quarters inches.  

8. a. Each access gate shall comply with the 
requirements of subsections (A)(1) to (A)(7) of this 
section, inclusive, and shall be equipped to 
accommodate a locking device.  

b. Pedestrian-access gates shall open outward away 
from the pool and shall be self-closing and self-
latching.  

c. Gates other than pedestrian access gates shall have 
a self-latching device. If the release mechanism of the 
self-latching device is located less than fifty-four 
inches from the bottom of the gate, the release 
mechanism shall be located on the pool side of the 
gate and barrier have no opening greater than one-half 
inch maximum dimension within eighteen inches of 
the release mechanism.  

 

 



9. The foregoing provisions shall apply to all 
permanent and to all portable or temporary structures 
including those designed or used for swimming or 
other immersion purposes by men, women or children 
irrespective of the nature of the materials used in the 
construction and or the design thereof and irrespective 
of the length of time of use of such portable or 
temporary structure.  

B. A pool located on a lot with a single-family 
dwelling or duplex may be protected by a fence 
around the pool or a fence around the entire lot; the 
walls of any such building may be used for a partial or 
complete enclosure of the pool. All other pools shall 
be protected by a fence around the pool itself.  

C. In lieu of a permanent fence being required prior to 
starting of construction, a temporary enclosure may 
be installed at time of excavation. Height and gate 
requirements for temporary enclosures shall be the 
same as those for permanent fences. The temporary 
enclosure is to be removed and the permanent 
enclosure installed in conjunction with installation of 
the finish decking around the pool or prior to final 
inspection. (Ord. 762 N.S. § 1 (part), 1999: Ord. 628 
N.S. (part), 1992)  

17.12.020 Doors or gates. 

All doors or gates shall be of such size as to 
completely fill any opening in the fence, wall or 
other structure large enough to admit a child and 
shall be of such size and design so as not to admit 
any child when it is in a closed position. Such door 
or gate shall be secured with a locking device or 
equipped with self-closing and self-latching devices 
capable of keeping such gate or door securely 
closed. Such closing or latching devices shall be 
located not less than four feet above grade or 
otherwise be inaccessible from the outside to small 
children. In lieu of self-closing and self-latching 
devices at pools where a direct fee is charged and or 
where continuous lifeguard service is provided, 
doors and gates may be equipped with locks which 
shall be kept locked at all times when such pool, 

pond or other body of water is not in actual use. 
Lifeguard service shall be as defined in Section 
24100.1 of the California Health and Safety Code. 
(Ord. 762 N.S. § 1 (part), 1999: Ord. 628 N.S. (part), 
1992)  

17.12.030 Telephone jack required next to pool. 

Every outdoor swimming pool shall be equipped with a 
telephone jack adjacent to the pool area. "Telephone 
jack" means a standard modular telephone connector 
suitable for connecting a telephone. (Ord. 762 N.S. § 1 
(part), 1999: Ord. 628 N.S. (part), 1992)  

17.12.040 Filling swimming pool illegal without 
fence surrounding pool. 

The requirements contained within this chapter shall be 
applicable to any pool building or installed after 
adoption of this chapter. Consistent with Section 17928 
of the State Health and Safety Code any pool 
transferred to a new owner on or after July 1, 1992, 
shall be entirely enclosed with a barrier which restricts 
access to the swimming pool from public or adjacent 
private property.  

Every person who fills with water, causes the filling 
with water any swimming pool required to be fenced 
by this chapter before the required fence is erected is 
guilty of a misdemeanor. (Ord. 762 N.S. § 1 (part), 
1999: Ord. 628 N.S (part), 1992)  

17.12.050 Penalty for violation. 

Any person who violates any of the provisions of this 
chapter, or fails to comply with any order made 
thereunder, or who builds in violation of any detailed 
statement of specifications or plans submitted and 
approved thereunder, or any certificate or permit issued 
thereunder, and from which no appeal has been taken 
or who fails to comply with such an order as affirmed 
or modified by the jurisdiction, within the time affixed 
herein, shall severally for each and every violation and 
noncompliance, respectively, be guilty of a 
misdemeanor. (Ord. 762 N.S. § 1 (part), 1999)

ATTENTION CONTRACTORS AND DEVELOPERS:     
 
Effective December 14, 2000, quoted time frames for completion of the plan review process for 
Single Family Residence and Commercial/Industrial projects (excluding that time consumed by the 
contractor or developer for correction and/or amendment) shall be as follows: 
 
Initial plan review (first plan check): 
 
Forty-five (45) working days (this excludes weekends and holidays) will be required to complete 
the initial plan review process. 
 
Second plan review (plans recheck): 
 
Forty-five (45) working days (this excludes weekends and holidays) will be required to complete 
the second plan review (recheck). 
 
Plan review for small permits: 
 
Thirty (30) working days for initial plan review for all small permits which include; addition, 
remodel, tenant improvements, patio covers.  Allow twenty (20) days to complete the second plan 
review (recheck). 
 
** Please note that the time frames quoted above do not include that time period when plans are in 

the possession of the contractor, developer, drafts person, or architect for correction and/or 
amendment. 

 
** Requests from individuals for priority plan review on initial submissions or rechecks will not be 

acknowledged.  Plans shall be reviewed on a first come, first serve basis. 
 
** The Building Division will neither quote nor be responsible for that time frame required by the 

City Engineering Division to process site drainage plans, or grading plans.  Those time frames 
must be discussed with the City Engineer.

SUBJECT: Penalties for Work Performed Without Required Permits / Approvals 

The City has recently experienced a growing number of instances where developers, contractors 
and/or property owners have undertaken grading, construction and related work without first 
obtaining the necessary City permits or approvals. The number and extent of these problems 
have made it necessary to discuss the penalties for work occurring without City permits I 
approvals. 

At its February 20,2001 meeting, the Paso Robles City Council reviewed a report on the 
problem of work occurring without permits 1 approvals and directed City staff and the City 
Attorney to take steps to address these code violations through the use of criminal prosecution, as 
authorized by the City's Municipal Code. 

Please note that under criminal prosecution, the maximum penalties for work being done without 
the required permits / approvals are fines of $1,000 per day and/or 6 months imprisonment. 
These penalties have long been a part of the City's Municipal Code, and the purpose of this 
notice is to advise you that the City will be actively enforcing its provisions. 

The City wishes to avoid criminally prosecuting any person doing work occurring without a 
required permit or approval. Therefore, your cooperation and understanding would be sincerely 
appreciated. In that context, you are encouraged to contact this office any time you have a 
question regarding whether or not a particular project or activity would require a City permit or 
City approval.
