At its meeting of April 6, 2004, the City Council adopted Resolution 04-76, to
appropriate $120,200 in 2004 CDBG funds to the Municipal Pool Changing Room
Rehabilitation Project. (Since that project was then under construction, funds needed to
be appropriated at that time.)

The City expects to soon be notified that the US Department of Housing and Urban
Development has approved the County of San Luis Obispo’s 2004 One Year Action
Plan, which includes the City’s proposal for use of 2004 CDBG funds.

The City has already budgeted the amount allocated to Administration and Capacity
Building (administrative activities), but needs to make appropriations for the non-
administrative projects.

The attached resolution appropriates the 2004 CDBG funds to the projects listed above.
