SUBJECT: Sherwood Industrial Park Drainage Study

__________________________________________________________________________________________ 
 
NEEDS:  For the City Council to consider adopting Resolution No. 04-XX to appropriate funds to prepare 

a comprehensive drainage study and to award a contract to Boyle Engineering for engineering 
services. 

 
 
FACTS: 1.   The City is working with owners of the Zurn-Wilkins facility on Commerce Way to 

identify approaches for mitigating storm water run-off that impacts use of their 
property, and ultimately the downstream properties in the Sherwood Park and Scott 
Street areas. 

 
 2. The existing Zurn-Wilkins facility is part of a drainage watershed which is approximately 

1,920 acres. (See attached Exhibit ‘A’) 
 
 3. The entire watershed drains to a series of natural channels and culverts that convey flow 

to the City’s Sherwood Park detention facility. 
 
 4. As shown on the attached map (Exhibit ‘B’) drainage problems and flooding have 

historically been observed along this route each rainy season. 
 
 5. Staff issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) to 13 firms, out of which two responded. 

The RFP asked the engineering firms to provide services to prepare a comprehensive 
analysis of the drainage issues of the entire watershed. Boyle Engineering is the only one 
who responded adequately to this request. 

 
ANALYSIS 
AND 
CONCLUSION:  Drainage problems and flooding, especially at Commerce Way and Scott Street, have been an on-

going issue for quite some time.  It is proposed that a comprehensive study be performed as part 
of assisting Zurn-Wilkins with the future use of their property, and to find resolution for 
reoccurring flooding in the Sherwood area. 

  
 In 2002, the City Council adopted an AB 1600 Impact Study which established, among other 

fees, a Drainage Impact Fee.  A list of projects with cost estimates, were included in the study. 
This list was used to establish the fees. Comprehensive review of the Commerce/Scott Street 
storm drain system was included with a project estimate of $ 725,000.  The comprehensive 
analysis will not only address the Zurn property, but also take into account drainage from the 
larger geographic area. 

 
POLICY 
REFERENCE: AB 1600 Fee Study and Project List.   
 
 
FISCAL 
IMPACT: Boyle Engineering’s proposed fee to complete the drainage report is $29,488.  It is recommended 

that the City Council appropriate $35,000 to Budget Account No. 217.910.5452.767 for this 
project.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASO ROBLES  
APPROPRIATING FUNDS AND ENGAGE THE SERVICES OF BOYLE ENGINEERING 

 
 

WHEREAS, the Economic Strategy calls for encouragement of industrial projects that would create new 
skilled jobs for the City; and 
 
WHEREAS, the area in and around Commerce and Scott has been an ongoing problem in terms of flooding 
and inadequate pipelines; and 
 
WHEREAS, in 2002 the City adopted an AB 1600 Impact Study and Project List that included the 
comprehensive review of the Commerce/Scott Street storm drain system and which established the 
Drainage Impact fee that included this project; and  
 
WHEREAS, Boyle Engineering has submitted a proposal to prepare a comprehensive drainage study for this 
watershed. 
 
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS: 
 
SECTION 1.  That the City Council of the City of El Paso de Robles does hereby appropriate $ 35,000 to 
Budget Account No. 217.910.5452.767. 
 
SECTION 2.  That the City Council of the City of El Paso de Robles does hereby authorize the City 
Manager to enter a contract with Boyle Engineering in the amount of $ 29,488 to prepare a comprehensive 
drainage study.
