The California State Rail Plan includes starting the new Coast Daylight train in state fiscal
year 2007-08. The proposed Coast Daylight service would connect downtown Los
Angeles with downtown San Francisco.

SLOCOG is encouraging the City to adopt a resolution to support the proposed
service.

If supported at the State level, the establishment of this service would:

a. Provide direct train service between the two largest population centers in the State.
b. Provide new/expanded service to the Central Coast.

c. Promote economic development at stations along the route.

The Coast Rail Coordinating Council (CRCC) has been working for the implementation
of this new train since the early 1990s. The CRCC is a coalition of transportation
planning agencies, local governments, Caltrans, Amtrak and Union Pacific. Its main
focus is to increase speed and frequency of passenger and freight trains.

General Plan / Economic Development Strategy

If the new train route is adopted it could increase the availability of train ridership at the
City’s Transportation Center and encourage visitors to the City.

Adopt Resolution No. 06-xx to support expanded passenger rail services to connect
downtown San Francisco and downtown Los Angeles along the Pacific Coast Rail
Corridor.

RESOLUTION NO. 06-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PASO ROBLES
IN SUPPORT OF EXPANDED PASSENGER RAIL SERVICES
TO CONNECT DOWNTOWN SAN FRANCISCO
AND DOWNTOWN LOS ANGELES
ALONG THE PACIFIC COAST RAIL CORRIDOR

WHEREAS, the “Coast Daylight” will provide direct train service between the two largest
population centers in the state, and close a key gap in the system; and

WHEREAS, local governments, residences and businesses support the re-establishment of State-
supported intercity rail passenger services to connect northern and southern California and provide
new services to central coast cities; and

WHEREAS, new rail services will promote economic development at stations along the route,
including benefits to California’s freight movement; and

WHEREAS, local planning agencies have prepared all the necessary studies to initiate new train
services and it is included in California’s State Rail Plan for 2007-08; and

WHEREAS, there is strong ridership in the corridor; the train is projected to carry over 216,000
passengers in the first year, at a cost of about $7.4 million per year, and achieve a farebox ratio over
45%.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The City Council of the City of El Paso de Robles does hereby request the Governor,
state legislators, and the California Department of Transportation to fund the operation and required
capital improvements to implement the Coast Daylight Train in State Fiscal Year 2007-08.
